What is Art? dialog 2

Eph. 2:10

For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do
good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.

- In our last dialog we discussed how knowing that God has created us as
his poem, his work of art, affects our view of art and our role as artist.
Now that you’ve had a few weeks to think about it, what is art?

Exodus 35:30-35

...the LORD has chosen Bezalel... 3! and he has filled him with
the Spirit of God, with skill, ability and knowledge in all kinds
of crafts— 32to make artistic designs for work in gold, silver and
bronze, ¥*to cut and set stones, to work in wood and to engage
in all kinds of artistic craftsmanship. 3* And he has given both
him and Oholiab ... the ability to teach others. % He has filled
them with skill to do all kinds of work as craftsmen, designers,
embroiderers in blue, purple and scarlet yarn and fine linen,
and weavers—all of them master craftsmen and designers.

- This passage is the first instance in the bible where a human is described
as being filled with the Spirit of God.

e Consider your life, that God has filled you with artistic or creative ability
and sent you to New York City to manifest it outwardly — how does
knowing that affect anxieties you may have about your future as an
artist?
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
